MEETING MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 17, 2005

Demonstration

. This meeting started with a demonstration
given by Carl Schneider on the subject of
boring bar systems. Carl had the
McNaughton boring system set up. He had a
blank that was partially turned; flat on two
sides so that we could see how the tool
worked inside the turning when the tool cut
through the flat sides.

Carl started with scraper bits for blind

hollowing (by David Ellsworth). He uses a

longer bar with more leverage. Stuart also
makes a hollowing system. When turning small hollow forms, he uses an outrigger
hollowing tool, which prevents the tool from twisting.




Carl first drills a hole to the depth needed. He uses a %" mortise taper drill bit with a vice
grip holding it to keep it from spinning, and he can use it as a handle to pull the bit out of
the hole. After completing the hole, you can scoop out the rest of the material with a tool.
When using the McNaughton system, Carl uses a squeezing action, dragging the tool in
or out.

When setting up the laser, set the point right opposite where your going to cut, and set
the laser about ¥2”. Use calipers to gauge the thickness of your turning. When Carl
starts using the cutter, he holds the tip slightly down.

That was a wonderful demonstration with tons of good tips and information.

Business

Ray Reiland talked about doing the Flamingo show this year, which will take place April
9 and 10. Please decide if you would like to participate by the March meeting. He also
talked about the show in Boca that was not that successful.

Ray Reiland won Paul Heade’s bring-back.

Rick Pixley then talked about the woodturning contest that will be held at our March
meeting. Everyone was given a small piece of mahogany. Each person must turn a

piece to the best of their ability. The main idea is to see the myriad of forms that can be
made from the same size and species of wood. This is also a contest. There will be a

1%, 2" and 3" prize in three categories: novice, intermediate and advanced. Each
person will determine where their turning should be placed. Plus, there will be $10, $15,
and $25 prizes in each category. This should be a lot of fun, so don't forget to bring
something!

We have asked John Mascoll to demonstrate for us at Woodcraft. There will be an all-
day demo on May 14" for $35, and a hands-on on May 15" for $100. There are only six
hands-on openings, so sign up quickly.
