MEMBERSHIP MEETING MINUTES
November 18, 2004

As always, Rick began the meeting by having the guests introduce themselves: Rick and Penny,
Robert Spencer, David, Nancy and David.

Demonstration:

Paul Heede was kind enough to demonstrate how he turns

Christmas tree ornaments, such as snowmen, soldiers, bells

and icicles. He said that the snowman was basically three

balls and a hat. You can make these any size you want, even
small enough to be earrings. Paul makes his about 3 inches
tall, and starts with a 1 % inch square of poplar.

First find the center (he turns with a friction center). He also

uses a #2 mortise taper. Put a sharp nail in the center.

When turning a small size object you can turn faster, but when

turning a larger object you should turn slower.

After you have turned the stock round, use a story stick to lay
out the design. Paul said he uses a skew. These ornaments can also be made using a faceplate.
To make a bell, round the stock, then drill a hole to the desired depth and finish hollowing. Then,
reverse it on a jam chuck to finish the top. Then he makes the clapper.

Paul also showed us how to make an icicle. He makes his desired shape and then hollows it. To
finish, he uses cone centers. To thread the string through the hole of an icicle, put super glue on
one end and let dry, then thread.

When these ornaments are finished you can paint them or decorate them in any way.

We can always count on Paul to do a fun and an informational demo.
